Wheels of Thunder Sign Campaign
What is it?

The Wheels of Thunder “Look Twice Save A Life” sign campaign is a grass roots effort by bikers, to improve motorcycle safety.

How does it work?

Participation is simple.  Wheels of Thunder, a Memphis-based non-profit organization, will purchase a number of TDOT compliant traffic signs, bearing the image of a motorcycle and the message, “Look Twice Save A Life”.  We will then work with local municipalities and law enforcement officials to identify appropriate locations for those signs, and affix them to existing traffic sign posts.  Local municipalities are encouraged to purchase additional signs, to improve the effectiveness of the campaign in their area.  In addition, local governments are encouraged to draw attention to the campaign by other means, such as public proclamations, press releases or other media events, and by helping organize police-escorted rides marking the installation of the signs.
How can I help?
Anyone can help by joining or donating to Wheels of Thunder, or by talking with their local governments and law enforcement officials about this program.
Government and law enforcement officials can help by contacting Wheels of Thunder about this program.

Why are we doing this?

Most motorcycle fatalities involve another vehicle, and most of the time, the driver of that other vehicle “didn’t see” the motorcycle.  Wheels of Thunder is trying to remind the driving public about the presence of motorcycles on the roadway.
